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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Contributions received specifically for the 2000-2001 biennium from 1 January 2000 to 31
March 2001 from governments, Cosponsors and other income amounted to US$ 75.7 million. An
additional amount of US$ 11.4 million covering outstanding contributions for 1999 was also
received over this period. The total contributions received during the reporting period were
therefore US $ 87.1 million.

Total expenditure incurred against the US$ 140 million Unified Budget and Workplan for the
2000-2001 biennium amounted to US$ 91,782,623, resulting in an overall expenditure rate of
66%.

During the reporting period, the flexibility to borrow from the Operating Reserve Fund
continued to be essential to the smooth operation of the Programme.

ACTION REQUIRED AT THISMEETING
The PCB to take note of the interim financial information on the 2000-2001 financial status and to

encourage donor governments and other partners who have not yet done so, to release their 2001
contributions towards the Unified Budget and Workplan for 2000-2001.

ON THE 2000-2001 BIENNIUM

INTRODUCTION

1. The financial period of UNAIDS covers two consecutive calendar years, beginning with an even
numbered year. This document presents interim financia management information on the 2000-2001
biennium, as at 31 March 2001. A formal financial report covering the full biennium will be prepared at the
end of 2001, the second year of the financia period.

2. This interim financial management information is not accompanied by an audit opinion. However, the
accounts of UNAIDS are subject to continuous examination and review by both internal and externa auditors
of WHO, which provides the administration in support of the Programme as per resolution 1994/24 of the
Economic and Socia Council of the United Nations.

THE UNIFIED BUDGET AND WORKPLAN (UBW)
FOR THE 2000-2001 BIENNIUM

The approved budget and workplan

3. Atitsmeeting in June 1999, the PCB approved the UNAIDS Unified Budget and Workplan (UBW) for the
2000-2001 biennium in the amount of US$ 140 million with a breakdown that corresponds to the following
categories of expenditure:

Substantive programme expenditure (US$ 116,075,000)
Programme management and administrative expenditure (US$ 23,925,000)

4. Thisisthe first Unified Budget and Workplan developed jointly by the UNAIDS Cosponsors and the
Secretariat to provide a unified response of the United Nations (UN) system to the epidemic whilst taking into
account the comparative advantages of the Cosponsors and the Secretariat. This UBW is structured around 13
Programme Components which provide a pragmatic way of presenting the areas of work on which UNAIDS is
focusing its efforts in the current biennium, highlighting particularly the mgjor areas of emphasis, in line with
the needs of the epidemic and the comparative advantage of the UN system in responding to them.

Income for the UBW

5. The status of the income made available to the UBW during the period 1 January 2000 — 31 March
2001 isillugtrated in Figure 1 below.

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6. As shown in this figure, income received specifically for the 2000-2001 biennium from 1 January
2000 to 31 March 2001 amounted to US$ 75.7 million. An additional amount of US$ 11.4 million covering
outstanding contributions for 1999 was aso received over this period (i.e. funds pledged against the 1998-1999
budget but actually received in 2000, after the closure of the 1998-1999 financial period). The total income
received during the reporting period was therefore US$ 87.1 million. Some 25 governments and one
Cosponsoring organization contributed 89% and 4% of this amount respectively. The remaining 7% is made
up of GPA carried-over funds transferred to UNAIDS in March 2001; interest received over the interim
reporting period and some miscellaneous income. Further details of these funds are provided in Table 1.

7. Figure 2 presents the monthly income received towards the UBW. It actually shows that over 50% of
the US$ 75.7 million which was contributed to the 2000-2001 UBW from 1 January 2000 to 31 March 2001,
was only received in the UNAIDS Trust Fund during the last two months of the year 2000.

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8. Figure 3 provides an illustration of the income flow and expenditure, highlighting the financial
flexibility provided by the ORF and by the 1999 fund balance over the reporting period.

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9. As can be noted in Figure 3, the rlatively low level of 2000-2001 funds received during the first 10
months of fiscal year 2000 was offset by the 1998-1999 fund balance amounting to US$ 26.5 million and by a
borrowing of US $ 5 million from the Operating Reserve Fund (ORF) during the first quarter of 2000.

10. It is worth noting in this context that even though a sizeable amount of carry-over was available at the
beginning of the biennium, the Programme was till obliged to borrow US$ 5 million from its ORF in February
2000 to cover ongoing programme activities after salaries had been obligated as is usualy the case at the
beginning of each year of the biennium.

Expenditure incurred against the UBW

11 In accordance with the fundamental accounting principles underlying the United Nations System
Accounting Standards, expenditure for the reporting period was recorded on an accrual basis. Expenditures
therefore represent the sum of disbursements made and valid unliquidated obligations as at 31 March 2001.

12, For the period under review, total expenditure incurred against the US$ 140 million UBW for 2000
2001 amounted to US$ 91,782,623, resulting in an overal obligation rate of 66%. This comprises:

(8 Fundsin the amount of US$ 15,081,933 obligated under the Cosponsors section of the UBW (i.e
transfers for execution by Cosponsors);

(b) US$ 12,262,524 obligated under the Inter Agency Resources section of the UBW (country-level
Programme Acceleration Funds contributions and operating budgets of Theme Groups and
Country Programme Advisers (CPAS);

(c) Obligations amounting to US$ 64,438,166 under the Secretariat section of the UBW (activities
and staff).

1. Obligationsincurred against transfers to Cosponsors

13. In addition to the US$ 15,081,933 referred in paragraph 12(a) above, Cosponsors activities under the
UBW have dso received financial support in the amount of US$ 1,538,617 from funds left over from the
UNAIDS 1998-1999 Coordinated Appeal, resulting in an approximate disbursement rate of 55% of
Cosponsors' alocations. The funds obligated against each Cosponsor’ salocation isillustrated in Figure 4.

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14. The implementation of the Cosponsors approved shares per programme component during the period
reported upon is presented in Figure 5.

15. It is worth noting that disbursements to Cosponsors were not limited only to funding the share of their
budget under the UBW. Actually, total expenditure incurred against al sources of funds as at 31 March 2001
also includes disbursements to Cosponsors. Further details of funds other than those falling under the
Cosponsor share of the UBW, granted to Cosponsors to support their globa and regiona activities as well as
country-level interventions implemented by them, are provided in Annex I11.

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Programme Components

2. Obligationsincurred against Inter Agency Resources

16. The Inter Agency Resources share of the UBW represents three main parts. the direct financial support
to catalytic projects that contribute to or strengthen an expanded response in priority countries through the
Programme Acceleration Funds (PAF) programmed by the Theme Groups; the operational and related support
of the interagency country staff (Country Programme Advisers) working with the Theme Groups; and support
to the stimulation of effective responses to HIV/AIDS through the implementation of appropriate interventions
for prevention of mother-to-child transmission.

17. Total obligations amounting to US$ 12,262,524 were incurred against a biennia budget of
USS 24,673,574 under this section as at 31 March 2001, representing an implementation rate of 50%. These
expenditures were made as follows:

() USS$ 5,045,278 towards the operations of Theme Groups and Country Programme Advisers at
country level;

(b) US$ 6,582,947 for direct support to country-level activities in the form of Programme
Acceleration Funds through the UN system organizations that are the Theme Group members;

(c) US$ 634,299 to support a certain number of interventions of the UN Steering Group on Mother-
to-child transmission of HIV.
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Obligationsincurred against the Secretariat costs

18. Table 2 shows a total level of Secretariat expenditure in the amount of US$ 64,438,166 during the
period 1 January 2000 — 31 March 2001.

19. It aso shows - by component - the status of activities budget and indicates that programme
expenditures against the activities budget were US$ 30.7 million or 48% of total obligations. This includes
substantive programme expenditure for US$ 21.1 million or 33% of the funds obligated, and expenditure
faling under “programme management and administrative expenditure” for US$ 9.6 million, or 15% of the
total obligations. The cost of posts in the professional and general service categories amounted to US$ 33.7
million representing 52% of total expenditure. It should be noted that the salaries for staff are obligated for the
full year at the beginning of each calendar year, as opposed to the activities, which are obligated throughout
the biennium.

20. The level of implementation of the UBW has been affected by the late receipt of funds pledged for
2000 (November and December 2000, see Figure 2 above). Based on the anticipated income for the year a 90
per cent level was adopted for the first year of the biennium. The Programme was able to revert to full
implementation in early 2001, thanks to the amount of funds received at the end of 2000 and reinforced by
donor commitments for 2001 during an informal meeting of the interested parties in February 2001.

The total funds available for IPAA activities during the reporting period amounted to US$ 20,021,585 and

were broken down as follows:

1998-1999 fund baances brought forward for disbursement in 2000-2001 (US$ 12,902,451). This includes
US$ 1,370,940 and US$ 3,531,511 received, at the end of 1999, from the Netherlands and Norway
respectively, and US$ 8 million freed from the Operating Reserve Fund to intensify country activities as per
PCB recommendation 5.2 (UNAIDS/PCB(8)/99.7.RECS).

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24. Moreover, despite the late receipt of IPAA funds contributed in 2000 and 2001 and delays encountered in
the preparation of project proposals in beneficiary countries, obligations totaling US$ 5,968,230 were incurred for
IPAA activities, representing a 30% obligation rate as at 31 March 2001. A sharp acceleration in expenditure is
expected in the second quarter of 2001 when the bulk of proposals being finalized at country level will be processed
by the Secretariat.

NON-CORE FUNDS

I ncome for non-core funds, 2000-2001

25. Income for non-core funds falls into the following categories:

(@) designated activities: this covers situations where donors have, on an exceptiona basis, specified
their contributions to either expanded core budget activities, or against new activities not included in
the UBW;

(b) specified countries’ support (multi-bilateral funds, or “multi-bi”): these are ‘bilateral’ contributions
through the UNAIDS Trust Fund to support specific country-level activities.

26. A tota amount of US$ 14,759,560 was made available for designated activities as at 31 March 2001. These
funds were broken down as follows:

funds in the amount of US$ 6,386,620 received during the 2000-2001 biennium as shown in Table 4
(column &). The details on the activities for which these funds were received during the 2000-2001 financial
period are set out in Annex |.

1998-1999 fund balances brought forward for disbursement in 2000-2001 (US$ 8,372,940). Details on the
activities covered by the 1998-1999 fund balances are contained in the 1998-1999 Financial Report
(document UNAIDS/PCB(9)/00.6, Annex ).

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27. The total financial support provided to non-core activities in specified countries amounted to US$ 3,832,157
on 31 March 2001 and is broken down as follows:

2000-2001 funds amounting to US$ 1,361,972 asindicated in Table 4 (column b);

1998-1999 fund balances brought forward for disbursement in 2000-2001 (US$ 2,470,185).

28. Of the amounts actually received during 2000 and 2001, Japan contributed US$ 600,000 in December 2000,
toward its multi-bi collaboration with six countries in the context of the Global Issues Initiative (GlI). US$ 311,392
was aso received from Germany in December 2000 to support STI/HIV/AIDS prevention projects in Belarus,
Ukraine and Russia. Funds amounting to US$ 115,500 were received from the Netherlands in January 2001 towards
the “HIV/AIDS Prevention and Care” component of the UN Appeal for Rehabilitation and Recovery Programmes
for Internally Displaced Persons in Ethiopia. Interest accrued on prior years funds brought forward amounted to
USS$ 335,080. This interest has been earmarked to strengthen country AIDS activities through the UN Theme Group
mechanisms.

29. The actua level of obligations for non-core fund expenditure during the reporting period totalled
US$8,814,567. Thisincludes:

(8 US$6,341,216 for designated activities (see Table 5 (column d));
(b) US$2,473,251 for multi-bi activities in specified countries (see Table 6 (column d)).

30. The liquidation of 1998-1999 non-core funds unliquidated obligations (ULOs) during the current financial
period resulted in a net saving of US$ 112,949. This amount has been passed to the credit of the relevant account
lines under which the 1998- 1999 UL Os were transferred at the beginning of 2000, in accordance with UN standard
accounting practices.

3L Total obligations in the amount of US$ 6,341,216 were incurred against the US$ 14,759,560 available for
designated activities, representing a 43% obligation rate as at 31 March 2001. Table 5 presents, under the relevant
operationa area of work and by source of funds, the money made available (Table 5 (column c)) and the status of
the obligations incurred as at 31 March 2001 (Table 5 (column d)).

32 Tota obligations incurred against non-core funds for support to specified country activities during the
interim reporting period amounted to US$ 2,473,251 representing an overal obligation rate of 65% (Table 6
(column d)). A matrix listing the donor countries, and countries which have received multi-bilateral support, as at 31
March 2001, is adso set out in Annex |l.

3. Table 7 (column d) shows that a total amount of US$ 3,317,777 was made available to support the
assignment of atotal number of 23 JPOs during the reporting period. These funds were made up as follows:
2000-2001 funds including interest (US$ 2,379,256).
1998- 1999 fund balances brought forward for disbursement in 2000-2001 (US$ 938,521).

A Belgium-financed JPOs are based in Abidjan with the UNAIDS Intercountry Team for West and Central
Africaand in Nairobi. JPOs financed by Denmark are in Lilongwe and in Kampala. A JPO financed by Finland has
been assigned to Windhoek and the other has moved from UNAIDS/Geneva (Department of Country Planning and
Programme Development, Asia Desk) to New Delhi. Of the two JPOs financed by Germany, one has completed his
assignment in Kiev.
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The other has been reassigned from UNAIDS/Geneva (Department of Country Planning and Programme
Development, Technical Network Development) to the UNAIDS Intercountry Team for Eastern and Southern
Africain Pretoria. JPOs financed by Japan and Italy have been assigned to UNAIDS/Geneva (within the Department
of Policy, Strategy and Research) and Addis Ababa respectively. Three JPOs financed by the Netherlands have
moved from Accra, Port-of-Spain, and Harare to Addis Ababa, Gaborone and Maseru respectively. The assignments
of two other JPOs financed by the Netherlands in Phnom Penh and in Sana a have come to an end. One of the four
JPOs financed by Norway is stationed in UNAIDS/Geneva (within the Department of Country Planning and
Programme Development). Two others are in Lusaka and Isamabad. There was another based in Guatemala City
who has adso completed his assignment. Sweden finances four JPOs, of which two are stationed in Maputo and
Hanoi. A Swedish-financed JPO based in New Delhi has been reassigned to UNAIDS/Geneva (within the
Department of Department of Policy, Strategy and Research). This JPO in New Delhi was then replaced by the
fourth Swedish-financed JPO initially based in Moscow.

35. On 31 March 2001, the expenditure incurred for the assignment of the JPOs amounted to US$ 2,278,296,
representing an implementation rate of 69% (Table 7 (columns d and €)). Funds for the placement of JPOs are
received for the entire period of their contracts. A number of these contracts for which funds were received during
the 2000-2001 biennium go beyond 2001. The 69% obligation rate represents only funds obligated to cover
contracts up to 31 December 2001.

Details of the activities for which funds were
received during 2000 and 20001 are provided below for the information of the PCB and other donors.

Monitoring of the epidemic and the response

Commission of the European Communities: A first ingalment of US$ 751,217 was received in January 2000
towards a three-year joint EC-UNAIDS project on HIV/AIDS Surveillance.

Germany: US$ 36,526 was received in April 2000 to support an international meeting on the monitoring and
evauation of national AIDS programmes organized in collaboration with the Robert Koch Ingtitute.

Intercountry technical network development

Japan: US$ 660,000 granted under the area of intercountry technical network development was received in
December 2000. Of these funds, US$ 200,000 was earmarked to strengthen Japan’s collaborative activities in the
area of HIV/AIDS and STDs in the Pacific Idands. An amount of US$ 200,000 was also set aside to support Japan’s
collaborative activities with the WHO Regiona Office for the Western Pacific in the context of the Global 1ssues
Initiative (GI1). Finaly, the UNAIDS intercountry team for the Asia and Pacific Region received a total amount of
US$ 260,000 for the organization of the Asian HIV/AIDS Workshop held in February 2001 in Bangkok. Of this
amount, an equivalent of US$ 60,000 was received at country level from the Office of the Japan International
Corporation of Welfare Services in Bangkok.

United Kingdom: In November 2000, the Department for Internationa Development (“DFID”) granted
US$ 211,917 to strengthen the capacity of the UNAIDS regiona task force on HIV prevention among injecting drug
users in Eastern Europe.

World Bank: US$ 3,300,000 together with accrued interest totalling US$ 19,340 were alocated towards the
UNAIDS/World Bank regional projects in South-East Asia (US$ 1,401,750), West Africa (US$ 1,147,590) and in
the Latin American and the Caribbean region (US$ 860,000). The contributions were received in two instalmentsin
April 2000 and March 2001.

UNDCP: In January 2000, the UNAIDS intercountry team for the Asia and Pacific region received from the

UNDCP Office in Thailand a second transfer of US$ 8,750 to cover the cost of the assessment of a migration project
(Seafarers Project) in the Asiaregion.

UNAIDS Financing Study

Contributions received from Canada (US$ 10,147); Denmark (US$ 9,603); Norway (US$ 9,792); Sweden
(US$9,800) and Switzerland (US$ 8,714) represent their share towards the “UNAIDS Financing Study”.

Support to Cosponsors’ activities (ex-Coordinated Appeal)

The amount of US$ 55,010 represents the interest generated on funds left over from the UNAIDS 1998-1999
Coordinated Appeal.
