United Nations 2011 Political Declaration on HIV/AIDS: 
Targets 

1. Reduce sexual transmission of HIV by 50 per cent by 2015

2. Reduce transmission of HIV among people who inject drugs by 
50 per cent by 2015

3. Eliminate mother-to-child transmission of HIV by 2015 and 
substantially reduce AIDS-related maternal deaths

4. Have 15 million people living with HIV on antiretroviral treatment 
by 2015

5. Reduce TB deaths in people living with HIV by 50 per cent by 
2015

6. Reach a significant level of annual global expenditure (between 
$22 billion and $24 billion) in low-and-middle income countries
